8.    DISTRICT COUNCILLOR’S REPORT
There has been a revision to the way Planning Services will be delivered to members of the public in future.  This is in anticipation of the Council Connect customers services reception being moved from Trimbridge House to the Guildhall later this year.  The change relates to how general planning advice and guidance will be given and will come into effect by the end of August 2010. It means a response to planning application enquiries and queries will be dealt with in the first instance by Council Connect together with Planning Information Officers. More complex queries will be addressed by customers speaking to a Planning Officer through a call back service which should be within 24 hours of the initial query.

Work has been progressing on the draft Core Strategy which will replace the Regional Spatial Strategy which has recently been scrapped by Government. As part of the work in rural areas section of this document candidate 'C' village parishes have been involved in work to identify the potential capacity of these villages to accept some housing development. Stowey-Sutton has provisionally been identified as one of these villages.

HEDGEROWS, ROADS & PAVEMENTS

i)
Ham Lane. B&NES has advised that a Traffic Regulation Order will be made for double yellow lines on the main road at this junction and plans have been received. It is considered that the proposed length of the double yellow lines is not long enough, as on the plan much of the marking is in Ham Lane where there is not a problem with parking. It was decided to request that the lines on the A368 either side of the Ham Lane junction should run for at least 10m from the junction. B&NES has also previously agreed to remove the Bus Stop parking bay opposite the Post Office and they will be reminded of this, as this will help to provide more parking in this area.
ii)
Wick Rd. It was reported that there are some overgrown hedges along this road. The clerk will contact the occupiers of the property concerned. 
iii)
Ham Lane. It was reported that there are brambles growing over the road from one of the houses near the top. The clerk will contact the occupiers of the property concerned.
v) Wick Rd.  It was reported that the hedge near the section of new pavement to the tennis club, is very overgrown. The clerk will write to the owners.

vi) Stowey Hill/The Street. It was reported that there are some trees overhanging the pavement in this area. The clerk will write to the owners.
vii) A368. It was reported that there are several potholes – near the Chapel, near the Post Office and at the other end of the village. These will be reported to B&NES.
