REPORT FROM VILLAGE HALL LIAISON WORKING PARTY

The working party met with members of the Village Hall Committee recently to consider security matters at the rear of the village hall. Councillor Tatham has also met PC Adrian Dent, the crime prevention officer for this area, at the hall with the Chairman of the Village Hall Committee. PC Dent carried out a survey and will be providing a report of his findings in due course. This will help to decide what action needs to be taken to help to prevent the current problems which are being reported in this area.

LETTER FROM BLAGDON PARISH COUNCIL ON THE PCAA
Following on from this item last month, the PCAA has decided to hold a meeting to discuss the draft working procedures which they have produced. Councillor Thornhill volunteered to attend the meeting.

VEHICLE ACTIVATED SIGNS
B&NES has confirmed that the cost for the two posts and one sign will be £4,000. The work should be completed in the next two to four weeks. It was agreed that the positioning of the posts should be as per the plan produced in January by B&NES and that the sign should be installed at the Bonhill site first.

HEDGEROWS, ROADS & PAVEMENTS

i) Village Hall car park. A quote has been received from New Leaf to weed kill the brambles and weeds at the base of the hedge and in the car park. The cost of this will be £30. It was suggested that this should become part of the regular maintenance programme and be carried out four times a year. It was proposed by Councillor Mrs Balmforth, seconded by Councillor Tatham and unanimously agreed that the quote be accepted and that this becomes part of the annual maintenance.
ii)
Ham Lane. B&NES has confirmed that a TRO will be made for double yellow lines on the main road at this junction and we will be consulted on this. 
iii)
The Street. The removal of the Bus Stop markings opposite the Post Office was agreed by B&NES a considerable time ago but has not yet happened. The Clerk will chase B&NES on this.

iv)
Stitchings Shord Lane. It was reported that contractors have been using tractors which are too wide for the lane and have been damaging the banks and verges. This will be reported to highways and a polite letter sent to the farmers asking if smaller tractors could be used.

v)
Wick Rd.  It was reported that the hedge at The Butcher’s Arms has brambles growing over the pavement. The clerk will write to the owners.
vi) Cappards Rd. It was reported that one of the seats at the play area has a bolt missing. This will be reported to B&NES.
vii) Chew Valley Lake. It was reported that although the verges have been cut, in some areas the cut has not been adequate as it is affecting the sight lines on some of the bends.
