CHAIRMAN’S REPORT

The Chairman reported that there has been a complaint of anti social behaviour in Church Lane. This has been referred to the local PC Simon Glanfield.

PLANNING APPLICATIONS

i) Stowey Quarry, Stowey
Restoration of Stowey Quarry by infilling of Stable Non Reactive Hazardous Waste (SNRHW) including asbestos and inert wastes and that the application is accompanied by an environmental statement.
At this point the meeting was opened for parishioners to speak.

The meeting resumed and it was agreed to object to the application for the following reasons.
Risk of contamination of water courses; limited ongoing monitoring; we do not believe there is a regional requirement for the proposed volume of this type of waste; strong local objections to the proposal; concerns on the effect such a facility will have on tourism in the area due to fears of asbestos exposure; this quarry was not identified in the Regional Waste Core Strategy for any type of landfill especially not for hazardous waste.

i) Chew Valley Lake Walking & Cycle Trail, Walley Lane, Chew Magna
Enlargement of existing path to create a route for walkers and cyclists from the dam to the picnic area and the picnic area to Ham Lane (Resubmission)
