Chairman’s Report 2012/2013
Welcome and thank you all for coming. 

 

As Chairman of the Parish Council I will present a report on the activities of the council over the past twelve months. 

 

I was re-elected to the chair last May and Keith Tatham was elected as Vice Chair. 

 

During the year one of our members, Paul Dobson, retired from his position due to work commitments & one new candidate Bernie Braidley joined the Parish Council
 

The total number of serving councillors is eight, leaving several posts vacant, anyone interested in joining the Parish Council can obtain more information from the Clerk.

 

There have been twelve meetings of your Parish Council in the last year, well attended by Councillors, with a significant increase in presence by parishioners who made a total of 60 attendances over the year, possibly due to interest in local planning issues.

 

The ward councillor from B&NES, Victor Prichard attended 12 meetings and has kept the Council advised of matters relating to that authority. 

 

The Parish Council has reviewed its policies on Finance, Community Infrastructure Levy, Large application & developer consultation, Transport & Bristol International Airport
  

We have formally replied to consultation on the following items 

 

1. 22 planning applications, supporting all but three (some with qualifications), 
1. B&NES Draft Core Strategy
1. Faster Rural Broadband
1. The planning working party has met with three developers interested in sites within the parish have been informed copies of the Parish Policy on residential development.
 

The Chairman has met with each of the major political party leaders at B&NES council together with key officers in an attempt to influence future planning decisions to more closely follow Parish Council Policy, unfortunately due to the lack of a core strategy at the county level all of the foundations put in place by this council, which would otherwise have made us both secure and influential in large development application decisions,, is now very vulnerable to predatory applications, which would otherwise be considered unsuitable, due to the view on the National Planning Policy Framework that is being promoted by officers at B&NES.

The Parish Council has committed to financially support the introduction of the speed controls in Stowey village.

 

Parish councillors have attended many meetings with local groups covering a variety of subjects such as health, security, transport, and policy development.

 

We have formally contacted B&NES on many occasions regarding the condition of roads and pavements within the Parish. 

 

We have considered financial support for a number of village groups and the Bishop Sutton Schools Village Fun day in 2012.

 

We have provided both internal and external safety inspections for the play area and have funded repair works where needed.

 

We have provided a parish cleaner for the village and continued to financially support a weekly coach to the surgery, in it's new location.

 

The Parish Council continues to maintain a website (stoweysuttonpc.org) where parishioners can access information on meeting dates, agendas, minutes and find contact information for both the Clerk and councillors.

 

It is difficult to summarise all of the activity of your Parish Council, without producing a long list of items that are dull to listen to, and I am sure that I will have missed a number of items that individual councillors have contributed to, and I hope that they will forgive me. I would like to extend my thanks to everyone who attends Parish Council meetings and works on our behalf.

Mobile Youth Work report for Bishop Sutton

Introduction 

Youth work in Bishop Sutton is delivered on a Wednesday evening from 7pm until 9pm.

The Mobile is parked at the back of the Village Hall, on the car park.

Aims 

· To engage young people in good youth work resulting  in positive  outcomes 

· To provide young people with positive activities  which support young people’s  social and cultural development  

· To provide an inclusive youth work curriculum

What happened 

The participants have changed during the last year but there has always remained a common core of young people from the Village.

A wide variety of activities and projects have been delivered in Bishop Sutton. These include sports, arts and crafts, healthy eating and nutrition, circus skills. Sexual health, domestic violence, alcohol and drugs, sex and relationships information sessions have been delivered and all young people engaged with have been aware of the support and information available to them from the Mobile Project and have accessed this from time to time.

· 48 Youth work session delivered.

· 32 young people have registered with the Mobile Project in Bishop Sutton.

· Craft and making sessions along with healthy eating, food and nutrition have proved very popular amongst the young people as have the issue based work we have delivered.

· The young people have gained skills in team work, negotiation, nutrition, healthy lifestyle choices, basic craft skills and have gained information on a wide range of issues that affect young people today.. 

· Project work has included sex and relationships, domestic violence and harm reduction education. 
Outcomes 

· 17 young people have gained a recorded outcome for their learning during some project delivery.

· 8 young people have gained an accredited outcome for their learning with the Youth Service Mobile with 7 others due to finish their awards over the next few weeks.

· 1 young person did his work experience week with the Mobile team, He gained many new skills and has become an asset to the team. This was in partnership with Chew Valley School.

· 1 young person from Bishop Sutton helped with the recruitment of a new member of staff for the Mobile Team.

· 9 young people have enjoyed a trip to Thorpe Park . 8 young people have participated in an outdoor education trip where they did kayaking and an assault course activity.

· 2 young people from Bishop Sutton have joined the SAFE (young people’s sexual health service) forum where they attend meetings and help to shape SAFE services to young people across B&NES.

· The young people are keen to engage and have enjoyed working with the Mobile Team.

Future plans

A canoeing session has been booked for the young people in May.

Together with the young people we are looking into the possibility of a residential during the summer break. This depends upon accessing sufficient funding.

Sports and outdoor games will be delivered during the warmer weather.

Food and nutrition will continue as will issue based work.

The young people will be encouraged to develop a programme of activities for the summer. 
The young people from Chew Stoke and Bishop Sutton have expressed their need for more support from the youth workers. This will be addressed by providing a youth work session with the Mobile in Chew Valley School on a Wednesday lunch time. This is in response to recent events at the school and the needs of the young people for more targeted support.

These sessions started on Wednesday 10th April 2013.
