DISTRICT COUNCILLOR’S REPORT

He also reported that B&NES has agreed that three of the Ford warning signs are unnecessary and will be removed and replaced in two places (Overbrook and Honeygaston) with depth markers.

SCHOOL GOVERNOR’S REPORT

Councillor Ms Clewett reported that there are plans to build new classrooms at the school. There will be a public meeting on 9th October at the school where the plans will be displayed, prior to a full planning application. She also reported on the recruitment process for an interim head teacher and it is hoped to be able to hold interviews from the 22nd October.

METHODIST CHURCH AND HALL CLOSURE
We have been informed that the Methodist church and hall will at some point be put on the market and sold. 
At present we have not been able to identify any grants that would enable the parish council to give any financial assistance to keep these buildings in use.

At this point the meeting was opened for parishioners to speak. The meeting resumed and it was agreed that the option of applying to have the buildings registered as a Community Asset will be explored and a decision on whether to apply for such status may be considered at the next parish council meeting. The Chairman requested that anyone interested in the Methodist hall becoming a community asset should contact the clerk or chairman so that we can build an evidence base to support such an application
