Report from the Working Party
The latest draft of our Neighbourhood Plan has been submitted to B&NES for an informal review and compliance checking against the Core Strategy. We have published a copy of the current draft on the Neighbourhood Plan website at http://sspcnp.org/draft-neighbourhood-plan.asp Please take a look and send your comments to feedback@sspcnp.org but remember this is still a draft and subject to change following community feedback during September and October.
A lot of people have worked really hard to produce the plan and we believe that it reflects the views expressed in the surveys we conducted and which were expressed at our previous public engagement events.
Broadband Survey
The Neighbourhood Plan team is still working to improve the evidence base for some of the policies and needs your help with a survey of broadband speeds.
In the Housing Needs Survey earlier this year 66% of those replying believed that the broadband speed we receive in Stowey Sutton was poor or very poor.
We need the whole community help to support our case for improving the provision of broadband for families and businesses in Stowey Sutton by measuring your broadband speed between the first and fourteenth of September.

•        Recording the date and time of the test and results as stated by the speed test and after the last test emailing the results to broadband@sspcnp.org

MOBILE YOUTH PROVISION

i)
To consider paying for an extra night each week.

We have been advised by B&NES that the cost of an extra night each week is £8,000 per year; however they would only be requesting 50% of that cost. As there is only 6 months of this financial year remaining, on the basis that the cost would therefore be £2,000 it was proposed by Councillor Ms Clewett, seconded by Councillor Mrs Braidley and unanimously agreed that we request the youth service at B&NES to provide an extra night of the mobile youth provision each week until the end of the current financial year.

RECREATION GROUND.


i)
Car park – to consider erecting a chain when the hall is not in use.


The Chairman has investigated the cost of three lockable, removable steel posts and installation. The total will be no more than £400. It was thought that a chain would not be necessary as the posts should effectively block entry to the car park. The Village Hall committee has agreed to organise a rota for the use of the posts. It was proposed by Councillor Brent, seconded by Councillor Tatham and unanimously agreed to erect the posts at the entrance of the car park.
