Report from the Steering Group.

DISTRICT COUNCILLOR’S REPORT

The District Councillor reported that the first Cabinet meeting had recently taken place with senior officers and members of the directorate discussing the budget. Officers will be considering ways to achieve savings of £32M with various ideas being considered. Nothing has yet been decided.

VILLAGE PARK PROJECT UPDATE

B&NES has agreed that £7,000 of S106 monies can be used for design and consultation purposes. The Clerk will endeavour to obtain at least three quotes prior to the August meeting.

HEDGEROWS, ROADS, PAVEMENTS AND DITCHES/DRAINS
i)    Sutton Hill Rd and Church Lane (Temporary prohibition of use by vehicles of over 7.5 tonnes maximum gross weight restriction) (Except for access) Order 2015.

B&NES has confirmed this order is in progress and should be effective from 15th July 2015.
ii) Twycross junction. It was reported that there is a large sign for Salt & Malt at this junction. The Clerk will check whether planning permission is required.
iii) Stowey cross roads. It was reported that there is a pothole here. This will be reported to B&NES.
iv) The Batch. It was reported that the hedge along the A368 near The Batch is still overhanging the road. This will be reported to B&NES.
v) Hillside Gardens. It was reported that the hedge at the corner of Wick Rd and Hillside Gardens is overhanging the pavement. This will be reported to B&NES.
vi) Cappards Rd. It was reported that these have not been cut. This will be raised with B&NES.
